We celebrated the week 
with a short-term mission team from California.  The team from Crossroads 
Church hosted a children’s program at El Jardín for three days (plus one day 
at a precario).  Over 100 kids from Orosi and the small communities on “our 
side of the river” came to the camp for the program which consisted of Bible 
lessons, puppet shows, songs, crafts, and games. 

The week was a huge success.  The Crossroads team and the other 
volunteers did a marvelous job.  And all of us really bonded with the children.  
Now we’re getting phone calls from kids who want to come over and visit!  
The boys and girls had a lot fun – learning about the Lord in the process. 

Just a quick update on my knees: as you probably know, I had dual knee 
surgeries a couple of weeks ago.  Well, the rehab process is going very well.  
I’m even walking – without crutches – after only two weeks.  Thank you for 
your prayers while I was in the hospital and now as I continue to recover.   

We’ll need your continued prayers this week.  We’re going to Guatemala!  
Amber and I will be part of a team of doctors and volunteers (all close friends 
of ours) doing medical clinics for the Indians.  We’re so excited about the 
opportunity to serve (albeit for a week) in a new culture.  We’ll have lots of 
stories, pictures, and videos to share on the Blog when we return.  Thank 
you for your prayers, support, and encouragement.
