She told the story of how her 
husband left her when she was 14 
years old…after he learned that 
their newborn son was severely 
handicapped. But Karla didn’t 
complain or show an ounce of self-
pity. She just smiled and said how 
blessed she is to live with her 
mother and the son the doctors 
said wouldn’t live past age seven 
(he’s 14 now).  I want you to meet 
Karla – because to know her is to 
know one of God’s angels.
