Thirty-
three different countries were
represented by ministries serving
victims of sexual exploitation. She
had a wonderful time, learning
valuable ministry lessons.

We are praying for a strong,
committed Christian female stylist
who has a heart for victims of the
commercial sex industry to serve
in Nicaragua as a short-term
missionary for 6-12 months. We
prefer that she speaks Spanish.
The task is to open a beauty salon
employing victims of the Managua
sex trade, giving them a way out, a
new skill, and a promising future.

Between 1,000 and 1,200 women
are in prostitution in Managua.
Almost half are younger than 18.
Hundreds of teenage girls line the
Managua's commercial corridor
every night. Young girls are also
exploited in massage parlors, of
which Managua has at least 25.
Many of these women and
