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Amber was part of a team of 
Nicaraguans and local gringos 
(from CFCI and other ministries) 
who served at a medical outreach 
at a small Baptist church in the 
rural village of Nancimí.  The plan 
for a Saturday clinic was extended 
to a two-night stay when a river 
rose too high to cross!

 “Mary, Hellen, and I stayed at 
Doña Victoria’s house.  She is a 
74 year old sister in the church that 
is full of energy and passion.  Her 
34 year old daughter who has 
Down syndrome lives with her.  
First impression would’ve told me 
that daily activities (like cooking on 
a wood burning stove) might be a 
struggle for them.  But what we 
found was quite the opposite….” 
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This year Nicaraguans go to the 
polls just five days after the U.S. 
election.  It’s not a presidential 
year, but alcalde (mayor/governor) 
positions will be decided across 
the country.  “Politicking” is 
interesting in Nicaragua.  You can 
see some recent pictures Nathan 
took of the campaign here.  
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In a little more than a week we’ll be 
landing in the U.S., visiting family 
and friends across the South for 
the entire month of November!  If 
you’re in Kentucky, Tennessee, 
the Carolinas, or Georgia, we’d 
love to see you!
