Medical team, partnering with 
three local churches in the village 
of La Ceiba – near Villa El Carmen 
– offering free medical care and 
helping with a construction project.   

Prior to the Grace team’s arrival, 
the three local churches joined 
together to restore an abandoned 
health clinic.  Nicaragua’s Ministry 
of Health promised to send a 
doctor several days a week to the 
clinic if the community came 
together to repair it.  The com-
munity came through!  The church 
volunteers got the water source 
functioning again, cleaned, painted 
and cleared out the land around 
the clinic.   

It was fulfilling to see them join 
together – three churches (four 
including Grace), but one church 
body – serving the community.  
And it’s rewarding to think about 
how the clinic was used – not only 
during our week there, but on a 
permanent basis. 
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Nathan, Fabrcicio, Joe and 
Carolina (from the CFCI base in 
Costa Rica), Paola and Naima 
(our translators) served with the 
19-member youth team from 
Seacoast Church.  We stayed with 
host families – all members of La 
Iglesia Lluvias de Gracia in Rivas, 
Nicaragua – and served the 
community with outreaches and 
leadership training for the church’s 
youth group.   

At the conclusion of the week, we 
traveled a few miles to the shores 
of Lake Nicaragua for a weekend 
retreat for youth leaders in Rivas.  
Thirty-eight Nicaraguans – from 
five area churches – attended.  
(The second picture on Page 1 is 
the “group photo” from the retreat.)  
It was a wonderful time of fun, 
fellowship, and friendship. 
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We look forward to the Seacoast 
Medical mission team every year; 
it’s a fun week for us – catching up 
with our friends from home and 
meeting new “Seacoasters.”  This 
year was special.  During the clinic 
days, we bonded with the 
Seacoasters & volunteers from the 
national church, El Shadai.  Be-
sides serving hundreds with free 
medical care, the Cheles (Amer-
icans) entertained a few dozen 
kids with games, activities, & 
constant balloon-animal madness. 
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We continue to pray for Nueva 
Imagen sponsors.  If you would 
like to support this ministry for 
women trying to escape the prison 
of Managua’s commercial sex 
industry, we desperately need help 
in these areas:
